1. All construction licensing now complete – ACT 15, ACT 16 etc. 

2. Building fully watertight and weather-proofed. 

3. Over 60 workers/ cleaners currently on site for hand-over in Feb 10. 

4. Central heating and water heating systems now commissioned and running. 

5. Reception area, Spa Centre and Galleried Bar to be complete in mid Jan 10. 

6. Restaurant to be fitted-out Q2 10 for opening summer 2010.  
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Bansko  

The Bansko 2009/ 2010 ski season started on Saturday with a heavy fall of snow.  From our 
time in the town it was clear that much infra-structural work including streetscaping, upgrading 
of street lighting and general clearing-up had been completed in readiness for the season.  
Many new bars, restaurants and shops had also appeared.  This, coupled to the completion of 
most of the apartment developments, has made for a markedly smarter, ‘more finished’ ski 
resort. 

 

 

 

 

We are also hearing that Bansko tourism numbers are up 10% on last year and investment 
buyers are tentatively offering again on the ‘best of breed’ developments.
